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ROCC Sabbath:   
God’s Family Reunion    

This month, we as a congregation 
will begin an intentional period of 
Sabbath.  Our theme this year is, “Back 
to Basics:  Unbinding Your Heart for 
Christ”.   What is it all about?  Well, in a 
nutshell, it is a time when we intentionally step back and 
focus on our connection with God, renewing and 
strengthening our prayer and worship, as well as our 
relationships with God and one another.   Why would we 
want to do this?  We want ROCC to move deeper in faith 
from being a healthy church to being a VIBRANT church!   
In addition, each of us deserves the opportunity to move 
into a deeper, more vibrant life of faith.   Vibrant people 
and churches naturally spread the Word and invite others 
to join in!  Experiencing intentional congregational 
Sabbath time can help us do this – and so much more. 

One of the questions I have been asked is, “What 
exactly is Sabbath supposed to be?”.  I want you to think 
of an ideal family reunion.  First, it is a time to reestablish 
and deepen connections with other family members and 
to connect on deeper levels with what it means to be a 
part of a particular family.  Second, it is a time to learn 
more about others in the family, about what connects 
and makes the family unique, and about how we can be 
stronger family members.  Third, it is a time to celebrate 
being together, to affirm and support one another, to 
identify and strengthen the gifts and graces we bring, 
both as a whole and as individual family members.  
Finally, it is a time to share our victories and challenges, 
plan for the future, and reaffirm our identity as family. 

With that definition, think of the reunion of the family 
which identifies Christ as its head – the church.  Go back 
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and read again the last paragraph of this article with God’s 
ROCC as the “family” and Christ as the head of that family.  
Pair the following statements with those in the paragraph 
above.   

First, we will spend more time in prayer, experiencing 
Scripture (perhaps in new ways!) and sharing our Sabbath 
journey with sisters and brothers in faith.  Second, we will 
only hold meetings that are necessary, and half (or more) 
of each meeting time will be spent in intentional prayer – 
for one another, ourselves, God’s ROCC family, and the 
world.  Third, our time together  will contain an overriding 
element of prayer and faith-building conversation.  Finally, 
as we feel the strength and spiritual vitality and vibrancy 
returning (and increasing), we will be more sensitive to 
God’s discerning will for our future mission and action in 
the community and the world.   

This Sabbath time will end at Easter as we celebrate the 
new ways this intentional time has resurrected Christ in 
our lives and ROCC community in deeper and more 
meaningful ways.  We will use Martha Grace Reese’s book 
titled Unbinding Your Heart as a guide and resource.  
Worship, sermons, and short-term small groups will be 
guided through this process of refocusing on the basics of 
our faith, strengthening our walk with Christ, and 
deepening the joy we experience as we become stronger 
and more vibrant disciples of Christ!   

       This guidebook will be given to you as your 
invitation to our Sabbath time together.  We will read, 
intentionally devote time to prayer, and share with one 
another.  There will be ROCC Sabbath small group 
opportunities for everyone.  I hope and pray  that no one 
is left out of this important time in the life of God’s Rolling 
Oaks Christian Church.

When we meet on the Jan 24th,  we will have 

a guest speaker, Melody Chatelle, PhD, author of 

Journeys of Heartache and Grace- Conversations 

and Life Lessons from Young People with Serious 

Illnesses.  After the training portion of the meeting, 

the Stephen Ministers break up into two groups. 

Louise Frakes and Charlotte Harpole currently 

serve as group facilitators. The facilitators help 

each group stay on task.  The supervision group 

provides Christian care as a group, helping Stephen 

Ministers provide distinctive Christian care to their 

particular care receivers. There are no details or 

personal information given about care receivers 

during the supervision group meeting, since 

confidentiality is of the utmost importance.

HAITI ï WEEK OF COMPASSION UPDATE 

I want to share with you here both current information and resources for you to go to in 

order to get the most updated news.  The situation changes so quickly in Haiti! 

First, a few words  from the folks at Week of Compassion: 

     It is during times such as these that we learn what it truly means to live in faith, hope, 

and love.   Week of Compassionôs partner agencies on the ground in Haiti and across 

the border in the Dominican Republic are responding to the crisis. Your generous gifts 

are making a significant difference in the relief efforts. 

There are challenges, but there have also been fantastic 

accomplishments in the immediate aid efforts in Haiti. We 

will keep you updated in a variety of ways, including our 

Haiti Relief Efforts page  

www.weekofcompassion.org/haiti  
Please check it often for updates, resources, photos and 

stories.    

     Don Tatlock, a Church World Service responder and 

member of the Christian Church (Disciples of Christ), 

reports that much of the initial response has involved 

searching and identifying survivors. Sanitation and 

security issues have pushed many people from Port-au-

Prince into rural areas, as well as toward the border with 

the Dominican Republic. Such migration is making it 

difficult, at times, to verify the survival of some local 

partners and colleagues.  Buildings remain very fragile 

and continue to collapse.  Rain has compounded the 

situation of the million people without shelter. The border 

with the Dominican Republic remains insecure. Health 

risks of contagious diseases are getting serious. Other 

towns are also badly affected and many areas outside Port-

au-Prince remain unexplored. A number of staff from 

ACT members in the country remain unaccounted for-we 

are still searching for them since the earthquake.     

     Travel logistics continue to be very complicated, as the 

road running from the Dominican border to Port-au-

Prince, already difficult to travel, is even more 

overwhelmed than usual. In order to ease the flow of aid, 

the United Nations is currently working to organize air 

transport for Aid Groups in order to transfer supplies and 

Aid personnel between the border and Port-au-Prince, as 

well as transporting supplies from Port-au-Prince to 

outlying areas affected by the quake, many of whom have 

received no aid. 

     We have received so many notes from across the 

country, detailing the ways you have all given and 

responded.   The needs have not changed drastically. The 

need for Church World Service baby and hygiene kits is 

ongoing, as is the need for donations of blankets . 

     We also continue to field questions about the need for 

on the ground volunteers. The needs on the ground require 

very specific skill-sets, and there is absolutely no system 

of support for individuals or church volunteer groups at 

this time. 

     For the time being, we ask you to be creative, 

resourceful, and discerning. Please check out the great 

things being done by Disciples Churches, worship 

resources, and other opportunities available on our Haiti 

website.  If nothing else, remember that we have many 

Haitian Disciple Churches here in the United States. Pray 

for them. Send a card of support their way. If they are in 

your community, organize with your church a time of 

fellowship and support with our fellow Disciples.

This month we will continue our focus on prayer as 

we participate in the congregational Sabbath and 

Unbind Our Hearts.  We are also gearing up for a 

youth dance.

Our mission focus this month will be Haiti and those 

recovering from the devastating earthquake there.  In 

1997, I was called to serve on a mission team that 

went to Haiti to help in different areas throughout 

the country.  I had put off the call a few times and 

when I finally went, I was feeling dread when the 

wheels of the plane landed on the runway in Port au 

Prince.  God took away that fear and opened my 

heart for the Haitian people in the time I spent 

among them.  Haiti has since then held a very 

special place in my heart.  I grieved when I awoke 

the day of the earthquake and saw the suffering of 

the people é they have already been through so 

much and have so little.  I have been able to get 

information from the missionaries I stayed with 

through the organization I travelled with, Christian 

Service International.  They are alright physically 

but have lost so much and there is so much need.  

They are asking for medical supplies especially.  

The youth agreed at the meeting following the 

earthquake to sponsor a drive for Haiti and collect 

these supplies.  A list of some of the needed supplies 

is included here.  Due to the nature of the materials, 

there will be no open collection table.  Donations 

must be brought to the choir room or youth meetings 

and handed directly to Kathy Mayer or other ROCC 

staff member or may be left in the office with a 

ROCC staff member during the week.  Please do not 

leave donations unattended and do not leave 

donations with anyone other than ROCC staff 

members.

Children in the Christian Church (Disciples of Christ) and the United Church of Christ are responding to the 

humanitarian crisis in Haiti through a program called Kids to Kids. 

This unique program is designed to involve elementary age children in the mission work of the church. It was 

started 15 years ago by the Christian Church (Disciples of Christ), and is now also a program for children in 

the United Church of Christ as well as Disciples of Christ.
